HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE TASKS 
1.  Inspection and Cleaning of Parish drains and gullies 
B&NES have repaired the damaged drain cover near Beer House and have said that drains and gullies in the Parish are cleaned annually
2. Major Repair required of the A39 Road Surface within the village boundary and the Roadside Pathway.
The Clerk will ask the B&NES Highways Inspector for his professional judgement about the current condition of patched-up surface of the A39 which has deteriorated during the winter and also when, in his opinion, will the road surface require a complete resurfacing. 
3.  Heritage Direction Finger Posts 
News is awaited from B&NES to confirm that the Highways Inspector has raised works orders for the painting of the heritage direction finger posts at the Two Headed Man junction and at the crossroads by the Wheatsheaf Pub and Corston Fields lane. 

4.  Replacement of the bus shelter on the A4

On 18thJanuary B&NES advised that the replacement bus shelter had been delivered. They are now attempting to agree an installation date with their contractor.
