SUMMARY OF THE B&NES WORK REQUESTS FOR REVIEW AT THE CORSTON PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 4THAPRIL 2016   
HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE TASKS 
1. Major Repair required of the A39 Road Surface within the village boundary and the Roadside Pathway.
B&NES have allocated funds in financial year 2016/2017 to repair and resurface the A39 where it passes through the village. The dates programmed for this work are not yet known, but will be sought from the Authority’s Highways Group.
 3.  Heritage Direction Finger Posts 
The B&NES Highways Inspector has confirmed that the painting of the heritage direction finger posts at the Two Headed Man junction and at the crossroads by the Wheatsheaf Pub and Corston Fields lane will be completed as soon as resources are available. 

4.  Replacement of the bus shelter on the A4

B&NES contractors completed the installation of the replacement bus shelter and additional protective bollards in January.
5.  Fly tipping on Ashton Hill

The Clerk has asked B&NES to remove the rubbish and, if possible, prosecute the individual who deposited it.  
FOOTPATHS
1. The Barton Steps
The Clerk has been advised by B&NES that the damaged brickwork on the Barton Steps footpath is the responsibility of the owner of the adjacent property.  The Clerk will again try to contact the owner of the house.
