B&NES WORK REQUESTS FOR REVIEW AT THE CORSTON PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 30THNOVEMBER 2015  
HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE TASKS 
1.  Persistent flooding (‘Ponding’) at the bus stop on the A4 by the Rugby Club 
The Parish Council will re-investigate and if the pathway flooding problem still exists continue to insist that B&NES take urgent action to remedy a long outstanding issue that causes a danger to pedestrians from traffic on the A4.
2.  Inspection and Cleaning of Parish drains and gullies 
The Parish Council will arrange a further inspection of the drains and gullies in the Parish and accordingly notify B&NES of all problems found.   
3. Major Repair required of the A39 Road Surface within the village boundary and the Roadside Pathway.
The Council will review the need for any further work on the A39.
4.  Maintenance of Ashton Hill leading to Gypsy Lane. 
In the recent past, the route along Ashton Hill to the crossroads with Gypsy Lane and Corston Fields has suffered significant traffic damage to the ditches, verges, hedges and road surfaces and flooding still occurs in some areas.  The Parish Council will inspect the route and, bearing in mind the riparian responsibilities of landowners, will report issues to B&NES, or the Duchy of Cornwall.  
5.  Heritage Direction Finger Posts 
B&NES are still to confirm that the Highways Inspector has raised works orders for the painting of the heritage direction finger posts at the Two Headed Man junction and at the crossroads by the Wheatsheaf Pub and Corston Fields lane.
6.  Damaged drain cover at the A39 junction with Corston Lane
The cover has been marked with blue paint and further action is awaited from B&NES.
7.  Replacement of the bus shelter on the A4

News is awaited from B&NES about an installation date for the bus shelter. 
FOOTPATHS
1. The Barton Steps
A reply is still awaited from B&NES about the request for the Public Rights of Way team to inspect the damaged foundation brickwork on the Barton Steps footpath.
