CORSTON PARISH COUNCIL:  SUMMARY OF THE ACTIVE COUNCIL TASKS FOR REVIEW AT THE COUNCIL MEETING ON 23RDJANUARY 2017 
1. GENERAL PC TASKS IN THE PARISH   

a) As not one volunteer from the village has come forward to join a litter picking team, the litter picking equipment and associated safety clothing will be returned to B&NES during January. 
b) The Clerk will continue trying to make contact with the owner of a house in the Barton regarding the poor state of the redundant foundations of their old boundary fence, as it has broken-up, and that the loose brickwork could easily fall onto the adjacent Barton Steps pathway. 
c) A date is still awaited from CURO stating when the repair the damaged surface of the footpath between Meadlands and the A39 will be undertaken. 

d) The Slip passageway light will be re-installed as soon as resources allow. 
e) The village phone box has been cleaned and its on-going cleanliness will be kept under review.  BT and B&NES are being consulted regarding their future plans for this phone box, as the PC is considering using it as a possible location for the village defibrillator.
f) The Clerk has requested CURO to clean the gutters at Cottonmead.
2. REVIEW OF THE PLAYING FIELD/VALLEY FIELD/PAVILION  
a) After Councillor Ms Georgina Wynne has purchased non-slip material for the platforms of the two bridges, James Wynne will fix it to the bridges. 
b) The plaque for Terry Miller’s memorial seat is being made.  When it has been fixed to the seat, the seat will then be sited in Mrs Julie Miller’s garden. 
c) Following completion of the replacement boundary fence surrounding the Children’s Play Area, a notice, describing the use of the Playing Field will be displayed in that area.

d) The Duchy has inspected a potentially dangerous tree near the weir and will take appropriate action.  
e) After discussions between The Duchy and the Parish Council the Duchy have offered to pay for the planting of a hedge along the Northern edge of the Playing Field.
