1. GENERAL PC TASKS IN THE PARISH   

a. Due to the failure and unreliability of the existing units, the Parish Council is considering the purchase of new lights for the ‘Slip’ passageway.    
b. The notice board by the ‘Hanging Tree’ has been repaired.  

c. An inspection of the trees on the village triangle, those at the junction of Meadlands/Corston Lane and also the ‘Hanging’ tree at the junction of Corston Lane and the A39 has been conducted and a quote for essential maintenance work given to the Clerk.  The Parish Council will consider what action needs to be taken.
2. REVIEW OF THE PLAYING FIELD/VALLEY FIELD   


a. Non-slip mats are due to be laid on the decks of the bridges over the brook
b. Terry Miller’s memorial seat will be sited as requested by Mrs Julie Miller. 
c. The Parish Council will review the quoted cost of installing a concrete apron at the Meadlands entrance to the Playing Field and also consider alternatives.

d. The Parish Council will consider how best to amend the guidelines for the control of dogs on the Playing Field.  

3. REVIEW OF THE PAVILION
a. Remedial electrical work has been completed and the Pavilion has been prepared and shut down for the winter period. 
4. REVIEW OF THE PLAY AREA
Major maintenance jobs have been completed.  Four replacement swing seats may be purchased, subject to a successful result of the grant application.
